	To fund my attendance and allow me to present my latest work at the 19th Congress of the International Federation of Associations of Anatomists in London on 9-11th August 2019. 


	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	The IFAA Congress presented a unique opportunity during my PhD studies for me to present my work at an international conference, which is typically held every 5 years. Over 1500 Anatomists were predicted to attend, and the conference would comprise of two plenary speaker sessions, eight symposia and a poster session. The anticipated benefits of attending this meeting were as follows:

· to gain knowledge on current research in the field, and inspire ideas for future work 
· to maintain and build collaborative links with researchers and educators in the field of anatomy from around the world 
· to gain input from leading researchers on my work


	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The IFAA was a valuable experience for me, it allowed me to share my work, network, and learn. 
I thorough enjoyed several of the talks and sessions, in particular the ‘Ethics in anatomical education’ session, plenary sessions on Grays’s Anatomy and art and anatomy, as well as symposium on ‘Quantifying muscle anatomy and function in health and disease: what do we know, what are we doing and where are we going?’. 
I was honoured to present my work at the IFAA conference, and I was delighted at the feedback I received from academics learning about my work. I also look forward to potentially collaborating on further related work with other researchers that I met at the IFAA.  


	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	This was my first time presenting at a conference, and I was lucky enough to present both an oral presentation on ‘Investigation into the peak forces applied at the human wrist joint during reaming in total hip arthroplasty. An indicator of ergonomic risk?’ and a poster on ‘Fat within the plantar aspect of the foot is largely variable in a baseline cohort with no known foot pathology: a cadaveric study’. This allowed me to receive input on my work from other researchers. They informed me of novel biomarkers and imaging techniques that I was previously unaware of that may be applied to my own research samples to improve and expand my work. 


	REPORT: How do you think you will put this learning experience into practice in the future? For public engagement/outreach awards how with the materials/knowledge generated by this activity be used in the future?

	Attendance at this conference has provided me with the opportunity to expand my collaborative network, consider different ethical issues, and informed me of new methodologies that I may employ. 
Furthermore, the feedback I received on my work allowed me to explore potential implications, form further hypotheses and more research questions, which may be useful in improving my work prior to it being submitted for publication.
